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Little Miami River Water Quality Improves

The Ohio EPA has released the

2007 Biological and Water Quality
Study of the Lower Little Miami River
(LMR) and Selected Tributaries (http://
www.epa.state.oh.us/dsw/
document_index/psdindx.aspx
). Information collected as part of this
survey could support Total Maximum
Daily Load (TMDL) development for
the lower Little Miami River. A TMDL
would allocate pollutant loads among
different pollutant sources through con-
trols such as NPDES permitting and
nonpoint source controls. The report
also determined whether the river is
attaining it’s aquatic life use designa-
tion, which is Exceptional Warmwater
Habitat in the mainstem LMR and East
Fork Little Miami River (EFLMR) and
‘Warmwater Habitat in most tributaries
to the mainstem LMR.

Ohio EPA evaluates the attainment of a
river by assessing the health of aquatic
bugs and fish using biological indices.
These indices give the river a score that
—— ——
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can be compared
across sites. Full attain-
ment means all indices
scored high, partial
attainment means one
or more indices did
not score high, and
non-attainment means
non of the indices

scored high.

In 2007, 24 of the 25
sampled sites in the
mainstem were in full
attainment of the
EWH designation.
This is a historic turn
around of aquatic
health as in 1998, only
9 of the 21 mainstem
sites were in full attain-
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Clermont County Stream
Health

2007 was a drought
year causing interstitial flow in some
streams. O’Bannon Creek upstream
of the O’Bannon WWTP in Love-
land was interstitial and had average
dissolved oxygen concentrations be-
low the 5 mg/1 standard for WWH
streams. The biology was impaired at
these interstitial sites but in attain-
ment in sites that were flowing.

The EFLMR was in biological attain-
ment at the Milford Parkway Bridge,
and was in partial attainment down-

stream of the Milford WWTP. The
lack of riffle habitat at this site is
believed to be the cause of impaired
biology in this reach.
